Pastor Dan has presided at many fu-
nerals of our fellow members of the congrega-
tion. His reassuring and poignhant words at these
sad occasions have brought so much comfort to
the grieving friends and family members.

Our Church's motto of "Caring for Indi-
viduals", so aptly describes the personality ex-
hibited by Pastor Dan , in fact it could have been
instituted with him in mind. In our thoughts, the
words, "Caring for Individuals" will always be
synonymous with Pastor Dan.

Pastor Dan, for many years was the
leader and driving force behind a gathering of
men which was called "The Men's Breakfast",
which was held on one Saturday each month. It

Pastor Dan did a superb job of organiz-
ing and conducting these "Men's Breakfast"
meetings which are now led by Pastor Mike .

He ac-
companied me to every meeting that | had with
the various medical staffs to discuss Elli's condi-
tion. He was with me early on, when the deci-
sion had to be made whether or not to agree with
the advise of her four Doctors to "Pull the Plug",
and he supported my decision that the Lord
would see us through this very difficult time, and
to continue with the life support equipment. Ellie
has been recuperating at home for the past 11
months, and for that entire time, Pastor Dan
visits her practically every day. He sings
many wonderful hymns and then prays so beau-
tifully. He is like clockwork, around 9:30 A.M.
this gray Honda comes up our driveway, and
there is Pastor Dan. At times he is accompa-
nied by Frank Donnelly or Don Thompson ,
who are such splendid associates that are in-
cluded in Pastor Dan's thoughtful vis-
its. He and his beloved family have seen fit to
bring us so many terrific, complete full course
dinners. When it comes to major league base-
ball trivia, don't fool with Pastor Dan . | thought
that | was pretty fair in this field, but Pastor Dan
puts me to shame. This just goes to show this
man's versatility.
